Removal

ADAPTER

1. From the back of the cabinet, disconnect the connector and
cables attached to the adaptor assembly that is being
removed. See Figure 1.
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assembly. See Figure 3 and 4.
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7. From the back of the cabinet install the removal
block making sure it is in the correct position
(protruding bushing facing up and in). See Figure 7.

8. Turn threaded knobs until they are making contact
with support block. See Figure 8.
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2. With a screwdriver remove the two (2) small Phillips head screws holding the assembly in place. See Figure 2.
3. From the front of the cabinet carefully remove the daughter card that is connected to the damaged adaptor
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4. Remove the two (2) threaded knobs and the removal block marked “REM” from the repair fixture. See Figure 5.
Insert the repair fixture into the open slot of the cabinet.
6. Slide the fixture forward until the threaded rods protrude through the holes in the back of the backplane. See
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9. Turn both knobs until the damage adaptor is pressed out of the backplane. See Figure 9.

10. Remove the two (2) knobs and the support block.

11. From the front of the cabinet, grasp the fixture at the grip hole and
carefully pull it out of the cabinet. The damaged adaptor should
be attached to the threaded rods.

12. Remove the damaged adaptor assembly from the fixture and
replace the removal block and threaded knobs.

Installation =i

1. Remove the two threaded knobs and the insertion support block BMTP ADAPTER
(marked “INS”) from the fixture. ASSEMBLY
2. Load a new BMTP adaptor assembly onto the threaded rods of
the ‘INSTALL' side of the fixture, making sure it is the proper orientation. See Figure.10.
3. Carefully slide the fixture into the open slot until the threaded rods protrude out the back of the backplane.
4. From the back of the cabinet install the insertion block and the two threaded knobs onto the threaded rods.
Note the orientation of the insertion support block. See Figure 11.

Turn the knobs until they make contact with the support block.

Continue evenly turning the knobs until the new assembly is pressed into the mother board. See Figure 12.
The BMTP assembly should be touching the support block and the knobs should become tight.

Remove the two threaded knobs and the support block.

From the front of the cabinet, grip the fixture and carefully slide it out of the cabinet.

Replace the insertion support block and the knobs.

Carefully replace the Daughtercard.

From the back of the cabinet replace the two Phillips screws and reconnect the fiber optic connectors.
